Phase 1 IBCC: Partially construct the IBCC building to house the dance, recital hall, music, and academic
support spaces.

Phase 2 IBCC: Demolish Sierra Nevada Building and complete the IBCC building to house a new
cafeteria, kitchen, media arts/film/TV, offices, and conference center.
